Responsibilities  

To maintain accountability to the SALT Director 
Be an example of Christian living as a transparent servant of God, not 
only with words but also in deeds and truth 
To serve in whatever capacity needed at CWR as directed by the SALT 

Director to include: 

Assistance with kitchen operations (Foodservice Crew): 
Preparation and clean-up of eating area for campers 
Washing dishes 
Cleaning of kitchen facility 
Trash clean-up 

Assistance with food preparation 
Assistance with serving of meals 

Assistance with maintenance of facilities (Camp Maintenance 
Crew): 

Grounds policed and kept clean 
Shower and restroom areas cleaned daily 

Lodge and First-Aid station cleaned daily 
Trash stowed or disposed of daily 
Special work projects as directed 

Assistance with program activities (Activities Crew): 
Per daily schedule as directed by SALT Director, including 
specialties such as: 

Life Guard 
Videographer 
Photographer  

Assistance to work with a Servant-Leader who is responsible for 
a group of 8 campers including staying in their cabin (Cabin As-

sistant) 

 
To attend daily prayer and devotion meetings, lifting up yourself, 
campers and fellow staff in prayers 
To participate in Bible study and complete assignments 
To attend and participate in evening worship with campers 

To do your part in maintaining SALT cabin throughout the week
